Afternoon Report From Carlyn to the Web

Please share some interesting stories about today: 

During sailing, we learned how to jibe the boat as well as the differences between tacking and jibing. We learned that jibing is turning the stern of the boat instead of the bow to change direction. Jibing also turns the boat away from the wind whereas tacking turns the boat into the wind. While jibing we learned that the sails with the booms like the mainsail and the mizzen set themselves but that the mainsail needs to be sheeted so that it doesn’t switch direction suddenly and capsize the boat. With Laura, we learned how to triangulate so we could figure out where we were on the chart. We learned how to take readings from the compass and using the parallel lines tool, found a triangle on the chart where we were located.

During science, we deployed our salinity test, or phytoplankton and zoo plankton nets at 10 m and and 0 meters. We were testing to see if there was more salinity as well as plankton at the surface of the water. We also took a sieve and separated the plankton out of the water so we could measure its volume in a graduated cylinder. After sieving the plankton, we looked through microscopes at a zoo plankton sample from 10 meters. There were tons and tons of barnacle larvae as well as some diatoms. Claire and Josh found zooeia or baby crabs.

We saw a harbor seal in the morning, as well as an osprey. While hanging out during science station we played silly ninja and water-in-the-face with Ashley and Sarah.
