Today in the Wind-Watch Group, we got the chance to sail the boat with our eyes closed. In this activity we used sounds to indicate what side the sail was on and what direction we where going. Some of the indicators where: the Jib-Sail, The Misin-Sail, and the little boats.

This was interesting because it taught us how to correctly interpret sounds the boat made to steer the boat. 

In the Water-Watch Group, there was a lot of wind when we where sailing so we decided to race to see who could tack the sails fastest by timing ourselves.

In Wind and Water-Watch, our science testing included many things. We got to deploy the plankton nets by ourselves since we learned yesterday. Everyone had to tie a Bowlin, and burp the net. We caught Zoo Plankton and PhytoPlankton that we later would include in the process of answering our question (Are there more PhytoPlankton than Zoo Plankton at the surface?).

 Later, we split into groups while some people got to use the microscopes to look a little closer at what we caught. Students saw planktons including Megaclopes, Octopus Larvae, Copepods, and Arrow Worms. During that time there was another group that got to separate our plankton from the water in order to read the volumes. This procedure was done to help us come even closer to answering our question.
