The weather today was quite calm The water was mostly still, and it only sprinkled a couple of times. The wind was really calm, so we sometimes had to turn the motor on.
Describe highlights from today’s science and sailing watches:
The big highlight from today’s science watch was that we got to work with plankton!!!! So cool!!! First we got to catch the plankton ourselves. The two kinds of plankton we caught were zooplankton and phytoplankton. Zooplanktons are animal larvae, which would later grow into animals such as crabs, jellyfish, and octopus. Phytoplanktons are plants. Once we caught the plankton, we looked at the zooplankton under microscopes. This was one of the most awesome parts of the trip! The different animal larvae we saw were: crabs, copepods, jellyfish, fish, and others. We also saw a copepod that might have been pregnant because there was a circle that looked like it had a bunch of eggs in it. One of our sailing experiences was setting the sails, of putting the sails up. We put up three of the sails. The names of these sails were: the jib sail-the back sail, the main sail -the biggest and centermost sail, and the mizzen sail-the forward most sail.
