We had a beautiful sunny day with very few clouds far and in between. However, it was a little bit chilly for some of us. It wasn’t very windy out either.

Describe highlights from today’s science and sailing watches: 
Today we learned the basics of how to sail. We learned how to operate the winches and how to tack and gybe. We also learned the importance of communication between deck members and the captain.

During science we looked at the amount of plankton at the surface and at a depth of 11 meters. At these same depths we also took samples to test the nitrate levels to detect if there is a correlation between the amount of plankton and nitrates in the water. Other students who are collecting data for their own research had a productive day in finding what they expected and collecting data.  Some of the tests included atrazine tests, pH, and phenols.
