Afternoon Report From Carlyn to the Web

Please share some interesting stories about today:  
  
There was quite a lot of singing today, including Under the Sea, Hogwarts, Desmund the Moon Bear, and Meow (to the tune Ode to Joy). In addition, the Spanish Immersion kids led several songs in Spanish as they reminisced about their kindergarten days, from a counting song about elephants to what they could remember of De Colores.  We also sang the opening bars of Soy Una Pizza, but stopped when we remembered it was a universally annoying song. 
We found a lot of rare and interesting sea animals in the tide pools at Jones this morning. Because the tide was so low, there were a lot of unusual animals that we found which included tubeworms, gumboot chitons, green sea urchins, and sea cucumbers. (Chitons are like giant aquatic pillbugs, ranging from about 2 to 12 inches long, and we saw many kinds.) This sparked some jealousy in the crew. They didn’t get to go because they had to sail to Deer Harbor to empty the sewage tanks and stock up on fresh water.
While sailing, we saw a huge heavy rain cloud coming our way, and we all ran to get our gear on, but it ended up to not hitting us, and we had to sit in the hot sun with all the heavy gear on.

Describe the anchorage or moorage where Carlyn is right now:
We are now mooring about 40 feet from Sucia. Wind watch is cooking and sleeping on the island tonight and Water watch is on the Carlyn. There are caves on Sucia; wind watch will probably get to explore them, but water watch may not get to  because we would take a long time getting to and from the island without a dock and it’s getting late.  
Today’s weather…
Today we had great weather for sailing, except for the few times when there wasn’t enough wind.  It was sunny the whole day, even though it threatened showers or hailstorms from time to time, and we had a southwest wind, perfect for getting to Sucia.  

Describe highlights from today’s science and sailing wathes:    

Water watch learned how to jibe and sailed the ship all the way to Sucia.  Jibing is similar to tacking but it is more dangerous because it happens quickly and involves zigzagging away from the wind, rather than towards it, so the wind passes through the “danger zone” directly behind the vessel.  

Wind watch spent the afternoon on science.  They deployed a new instrument, the complex niskin bottle, and were challenged to do it all in ninja style.  (The niskin bottle is a device used to collect water samples from a specific depth.)  They knew they had been successful when, as they pulled up the bottle and analyzed the sample, one of the crew asked them if they were ready to deploy yet.  

Any questions, concerns, or expectations for tomorrow?  

Tomorrow we are planning to go southeast and moor or anchor in one of three islands: Obstruction, cypress, or Spencer Spit.  Wish us a northwest wind!
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
