We went hiking on Sucia today. Sucia is an island that is close to the border of Canada. Sucia includes forest trails, beaches, and sandstone caves that wind through the cliffs. Multiple crew members pulled it from one side to the other, while I steered the boat from one side to the other, allowing the main sail to get enough slack to move to the other side. Going on to Sucia Island was also one highlight. We explored some epic sandstone caves and messed around on the beach. At the end of the cave, there is a tiny hole that you have to squeeze through. It was amazing!

Tomorrow we are going to Jones Island. Jones is off of the southwest corner of Orcas Island. Jones is a small island that the crew is really excited about. It is probably a tree shrouded island with beaches as it is in the same place as all the other islands.
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
