Sound and Source – Spring 2009

Bainbridge High School, Bainbridge Island

Each of four classes of 11-12th grade Marine Biology students will design and conduct field investigations around the Bainbridge Island shoreline based on their research interests and geographic distribution around the island, e.g. macroinvertebrate surveys, water quality comparisons, or beach seining for juvenile fish with City of Bainbridge Island scientists.

Carlyn Expeditions:  Sept 2008 & April 2009

Odyssey Middle School, Bainbridge Island

7-8th grade will conduct intertidal field investigations (e.g. macroinvertebrate surveys, water quality monitoring) in various locations around Blakely Harbor.

Carlyn Expedition:  Sept 2008

Cascade Middle School, Burien

Under the peer-mentorship and research advice of the Carlyn-sailing Honors Biology class, the entire 8th grade (10 sections of Science classes) will design and conduct water quality and biological productivity investigations in Hicks Lake, across the street from their campus, building upon the former King County monitoring studies.

Carlyn Expedition: April 2009

Duwamish River Cleanup Coalition, South Park, Seattle

High school students from Seattle and Tacoma participate in an after-school Environmental Justice Youth Corps between March and May. On their Carlyn expedition and onshore later in the spring, students will compare water and sediment samples between the Duwamish River and Central Puget Sound areas (as well as CSO areas), measuring for biological productivity and pollutants. Ultimately, they will share their research findings locally as part of a Community Action exercise.

Carlyn Expedition:  March 2009

Mt. Baker Middle School, Mt. Vernon

7-8th grade students will visit Taylor Shellfish Farms to explore different shellfish growing techniques and investigate water quality specifications for growing different species. Aboard Carlyn, as part of a mock “professional” farm-siting consultation, they will apply their new skills by testing various sites around the San Juan Islands for their potential viability for shellfish farms. Ultimately, they will advise “Mr. Crab’s Seafoods” on which sites would be appropriate for various species and why, based on their scientific assessments. They will also visit a commercial salmon farm to compare different approaches to aquaculture.

Carlyn Expedition:  May 2009

Rainier Beach High School, Seattle, & 

Academy of Citizenship & Empowerment, Sea-Tac

In partnership with the Seattle Aquarium’s Citizen Science program, high school students will sample plankton productivity and water quality in Elliott Bay and just offshore from a beach they will study later. In addition, they will conduct beach-transect surveys as part of a long-term King County beach monitoring initiative, and carry out student-designed beach investigations. 

Carlyn Expedition:  April 2009

Vista Academy, Bellevue

Vista’s 7th grade will investigate and compare water quality and habitat condition along the Duwamish River and upstream along the Green River, comparing that river system to the marine system they investigated during their sailing expedition in addition to water quality and macroinvertebrates in their local creek in Issaquah.
